The
Annual Meeting can only take place if a
quorum is obtained. A quorum for
Ridgewood Hills is defined as 42 members
either being present at the meeting or
represented by proxy.

Please return the proxy to MSI prior to the
Annual Meeting.

Each Sub-association and filing in
Ridgewood Hills is a "Delegate District”.
Every District has one Delegate with the
exception of Filing 3, which has two
Delegates.

The primary purpose for the
Annual Meeting is to elect Delegates from

each Delegate District to serve a term of
one (1) year. This is a volunteer position
and at least two meetings (2) are required.
Delegates are responsible for electing
members to open Board positions, ratifying
the annual budget, and nominating
members to be appointed by the Board of
Director to the Architectural Review
Committee. Delegates also act as a liaison
between owners and the Board of
Directors. If you are interested in
representing your Delegate District as a
Delegate, complete the Delegate
Candidate Questionnaire attached to this
newsletter and return it to MSI prior to the
annual meeting.

In addition to electing Delegates,
the state of the HOA will be presented and
the Recreation Association will present a
new pool access procedure for 2007. If
you have a specific concern you would like
addressed by the Boards of Directors at
the meeting, please fill out the "Speak Out"
form attached to this newsletter.

Gallegos Sanitation and the Master
Association have teamed up again to
provide dumpsters for residents to dispose
of large items that would otherwise not be
picked up on trash day (no Chemicals,
automotive fluids, paint products, freon-
filled appliances, or tires please). The
dumpsters will be available from 10:00
a.m. until 1:00 p.m. and will be emptied as
necessary by Gallegos Sanitation. These
dumpsters will be located on the street
outside of the pool compiex.

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Pet Waste

Many homeowners’ continue to express
complaints regarding pet waste. If you
have a pet, please be courteous of
others and take the
time to pick up after
your pet.

installation of
four Pet Pick Up
Stations to

facilitate with this
activity. These stations can be found on
Yuma Ct., Triangle Dr., Peyton Dr., and
in the common area behind Woodrow
Dr. These four locations were chosen as
test sites to see if they will help make
the task easier for pet owners to comply
with the Association covenants by
picking up after their pet.

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Approved Fence Stains

As a reminder, based upon a decision
that the Board of Directors made in July
2004, only clear, natural, or cedar semi-
transparent stains are pre-approved for
all three filings' fences. Please comply
with this regulation and if you are going
to stain your fence, only use an
approved stain color.

Signs

As a reminder, the only signs permitted
in the Association are real-estate for
sale signs, garage sale signs, and
political election signs. Only one real-
estate sign can be installed on each lot.
Garage sales signs are only allowed the
day of the garage sale. Election signs
cannot be displayed prior to 45 days
before the election day. They cannot
exceed eight square feet of face area,
and must not be lighted. There cannot
be no more than one sign for each
candidate or election issue on any lot. In
no circumstance can any sign be placed

Governing Policies

The Governor signed SB 89 the clean-
up bill into law on May 26, 2006. This
law addresses many parts of
SB 100 that needed
clarification because of
ambiguous or conflicting
language. In addition, SB 89
amends parts of SB 100
that had unintended
consequences or did not
mesh with the actual manner in which
Associations’ operate.

The Ridgewood Hills Master

Associations Board of Directors has
been working with HindmanSanchez
and MSI to amend the
Investment of Reserve,
Conduct of Meetings, Coping
of Records, and the Conflict of
Interest policies in order to get
these policies in compliance
with SB 89. The amendments
have been completed and
adopted by the Board of Directors. You
can view them in detail on the
Association’s websites.

Trash Service

If you've noticed that your Gallegos Sanitation
bills have been lower you can thank your
Master Association Board of Directors. The
Board recently negotiated lower rates on behalf
of Ridgewood Hills in return for having Gallegos
Sanitation designated as the preferred trash
hauler for the Association. Gallegos also agreed
to provide the large dumpsters that are made
available on Clean-Up, Fix-Up, Eat-Up Day as
part of this arrangement.
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
